This is the last Newsletter of the season, and it is time to be thinking about the arrangements for 
winter boat storage.  The wider doors and ramp have definitely made the job easier, even so it is 
very important that all boat owners arrive promptly.  Although the larger boats go in last, they 
cannot be stored until all the others are stored, therefore it is essential that everyone involved 
be there on time.   Before leaving, owners are asked to remove all tie downs from berths, so that 
the grass can be safely cut before the start of the season.  Tyres need to be stored at the top of 
the dinghy park and launching trolleys stacked and secured by the 
garage.  All launching trolleys must have a label attached t o the front 
of the trolley with the owner’s name and boat detai ls on.  Labels and 
cable ties will be available on the day. 
 
The list for members wishing to overwinter boats at the club will be 
available from the end of October.  For the benefit of new members the 
procedures are set out below: -  
 
Any member who wants to store their boat must first put their name and boat number on the list, 
which will be on the wall adjacent to the galley counter.  The £20 storage fee must be paid at 
that time.  (Names put on the list without payment will be dele ted).  Payment by cheque to 
Huddersfield Sailing Club is the preferred method o f payment.   It is also important that all 
other items left at the club such as spars are clea rly labelled with the owner’s name and 
boat number.  No other method of booking a place will be accepted. 
 
Once again it is possible that we may be over subscribed, and the list will initially be closed at 40 
boats and a waiting list started.  Storage space is limited, and after club boats, all applications will 
be treated on a 'first come first served' basis.  However storage is at the discretion of the 
committee and preference will be given to wooden boats before plastic/GRP ones.  
 
In the event that it is impossible for you to atten d, you must arrange for another member or 
a friend to come along to act on your behalf.   This person must also be prepared to help with 
the general clear up which hopefully should be completed by lunchtime. 

 
For those members who don't own a boat or who have other storage 
arrangements there are lots of jobs to do to before the clubhouse and 
dinghy park can be mothballed for the winter.  Help with the club boats 
would be much appreciated. 
 
Please Note: It is not advisable to leave boats on the dinghy park 

over winter.  During a gale in the winter of 2007 a Laser, complete with launching trolley and 
spars, was blown into the reservoir, previously a Mirror left at the club has been wrecked. 
 
Boats stored in the clubhouse are not covered by th e club's insurance policy.
